· The Let’s Go Flying website, www.letsgoflying.com, offers a wealth of information for beginner pilots as well as for those thinking about learning to fly, including a database of over 3,500 flight schools nationwide. 

· Let’s Go Flying encourages those with an interest to contact a local flight school to schedule an introductory flight, during which the prospective student will actually get to fly the airplane. The time accrued counts toward the student’s FAA-required minimum. 

· Most flight schools listed on www.letsgoflying.com offer discounts on introductory flights of up to 50 percent off the typical lesson price. 

· Learning to fly is well within reach of a person of average ability and health. If you can drive a car and read a map, most likely you can learn to fly.

· Most flight students can expect to spend between $7,000 and $10,000 to attain their Private Pilot certificate. It’s an investment in a lifetime of fun and opportunity. 

· A Private Pilot certificate is good for life; the pilot just has to pass an FAA-mandated biannual medical exam.

· Once you earn your Private Pilot certificate, you don’t have to buy an airplane to fly. In fact, more than half of all pilots rent planes, for as little as $65 per hour including fuel. And you pay only for the time the engine is running.
