The FOX Toledo StormTracker Weather Tour
“Weather Tour” is a program that brings weather education to local elementary schools.  

The Tour is an hour long program that allows the Fox Toledo Stormtracker Weather Team to interact with students and teachers in a variety of weather related experiments and competitions.

There are 2 “Weather Tour” programs.  One is tailored to winter weather education and the other to spring and summer weather.  Obviously, we do the winter program during winter months and vice versa…
What makes “Weather Tour” different than a regular school visit? 
“Weather Tour” is designed to reach a larger number of students at one time.  A typical Weather Tour will be given to a group of 75 to 100 kids.

When will the weather team conduct Weather Tours?
Weather Tours will be scheduled in advance and take place during various months throughout the school year.  Fox Toledo will shoot video of as many kids as possible on each visit and feature that video on-air during the weather the evening of the visit. We will also post that video on our website www.foxtoledo.com    
What will the experiments consist of and what materials will be needed for the tours?

Experiments will not exceed basic weather principle.  All materials for the program will be provided by Fox Toledo.  There is no charge for the program.
